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Remove the EPIRB from its mount by removing the retaining pin and opening the latch.
WARNING: The EPIRB is now armed, and will transmit if it becomes wet. Ensure it stays dry until
it is replaced in the mount.

Detach the rope from the hook in the mount and remove the strap, rope and HRU together. Discard
the old HRU.

Mark the date of expiry (two years from the present date) on the replacement HRU. Thread the
rope through the new HRU, ensur-ing that the unit is in the correct orientation. Loop the end of the
rope over the metal hook on the release mount and attach the strap buckle to the over-centre latch.
Arrange the strap so that it hangs roughly in the right place.

IMPORTANT: Read these instructions thoroughly before attempting to install the HRU. If in doubt
seek expert help.

These products do not require any assembly; the HRU is fitted directly to the securing rope/strap.

All products except LDT61A

With the EPIRB held near the release mount, push the lanyard into its stowage position in the
release mount. WARNING:  Ensure that the lanyard is not tied or entangled in any part of the
release mount or the vessel’s structure.

Lower the EPIRB into the release mount and rotate it so that it mates correctly with the release
mount. The flat on the EPIRB must locate against the lug on the release mount. If the EPIRB is
correctly positioned the location arrow on the EPIRB will line up with the location arrow on the
re-lease mount. The arrow on the mount should be fully visible; if it is partly obscured, the
EPIRB is too high in the mount and the lug is not properly located.

Locate the hydrostatic release in its retaining lugs on the underside of the release mount, then
tension the strap by closing the over-centre latch.

If it is not possible to close the latch, then check that the EPIRB is correctly located and the hydrostatic
release is properly fitted into its locating lugs. Once the latch is closed, refit the safety pin.

The strap should clamp the EPIRB very tightly against the release mount.
The strap tension is factory set and should only be adjusted if it is loose.

LDT61A HRU replacement
Remove the EPIRB from its housing by releasing the strap, removing the cover and removing the
EPIRB.  WARNING:  The EPIRB is now armed, and will transmit if it becomes wet. Ensure it stays
dry until it is replaced in the mount.

Remove the buckle insert from the strap, then pull the strap through the HRU. Discard the HRU.

Mark the date of expiry (two years from the present date) on the replacement HRU and on the
cover of the housing. Thread the strap through the new HRU, ensur-ing that the unit is in the
correct orientation. Push the HRU into position and take up the slack in the strap. Re-attach the
buckle insert to the strap.

Make a trial assembly of the housing and adjust the buckle insert position on the strap to ensure
a snug fit.

Replace the EPIRB in the housing, taking care to align the arrows. (If the EPIRB is correctly
positioned the location arrow on the EPIRB will line up with the location arrow on the housing.)
Push the lanyard into its stowage position in the release mount.  WARNING:  Ensure that the
lanyard is not tied or entangled in any part of the release mount or the vessel’s structure.

Close the housing and tighten the securing strap.
